They may have come to the shelter with their mothers, participated in a children’s group program, been visited by the shelter worker, or their mother was receiving help from the shelter.  For instance, if a woman calls the shelter for help and tells you that she has two children; then you would count that you helped one woman and her 2 children.
We also want to know how many women and children asked for help from your shelter but you were not able to give them all the help they needed.   They may have been turned away because you had no space for them, you were full, had no staff to help or not enough money to provide the service they needed.
